Hints From The Dog House! With Brendan Butler

Owning a well trained and good
mannered dog can be one of life’s most
pleasurable pastimes and is so rewarding
having a four legged mate that just
wants to be with you and always want
to please. Whether it be a work dog or a
house pet there is always satisfaction
from having them respond positively to
us when we ask them to.

To get to where we have our pets
responding to our requests takes at least
some amount of training, whether it be
just getting our housedog to come to us

with learning its name, getting it to
come, sit, walk calmly on a leash and
stay.
With very young dogs, food, along with
affection and repetition is one of the
best bribes for getting them to do as we
ask for things like learning their name
and getting them to sit and stay. As they
mature we can use the dogs natural
instincts to train them. Such as a work
dogs instinct is to want to herd its prey
to its pack leader, in this case us. We can
use this herding instinct to train them to

cast to the stock, to go left or right
around them or get over their backs to
force them into a tight space.

Getting the pet Labrador to chase a
tennis ball or fetch your slippers is using
its instincts to chase, gather and bring
back to the pack leader and the sniffer
dog is using its keen sense of smell to
find something to bring to its master.
When starting a work dog pup we want
to see its natural instinct to want to go
around the stock and bring them to us,
which is why it is important to start
them on a few quiet sheep, in a small
confined yard and keep tight control on
them so we can then build on this and
not start their work life out in the
paddock, where they will only want to

chase every thing that moves.
